In Ramallah, on Monday, Mr SOLANA will meet Prime Minister Salam FAYYAD. He will also 

meet Colonel Alain FAUGERAS, Head of EUBAM RAFAH, and Chief Constable Paul Robert 

KERNAGHAN, Head of EUPOL COPPS.  

 

In Beirut, on Tuesday,1 September, Mr SOLANA will meet representatives of the Lebanese 

authorities, including President Michel SLEIMANE, Parliament Speaker Nabih BERRI., Prime 

Minister Fouad SINIORA, Prime Minister-designate Saad HARIRI and Foreign Minister Fawzi
